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Program Affiliation Fee  

Implementation Information for 2009-2010 Pilot 

The Agricultural Education Program Affiliation Option fosters the integrated 

agricultural education model as supported by the United States Department of 

Education. Program affiliation allows all agriculture education students to be eligible to 

participate in FFA as an integral part of their classroom/laboratory education and 

experiential learning /SAE program. The current individual FFA membership dues 

structure does not guarantee opportunities for all students to have access to an 

integrated agricultural education program and may present a barrier to those who do 

not understand the benefits of a total program as they enter agricultural education 

classes. As always engagement in FFA remains the responsibility of the Agriculture 

Education teacher and student. The program affiliation fee extends the opportunities to 

all students in a participating program to take advantage of all three components of a 

total program as they progress through the program.  We will also be determining how 

this may assist in the retention of students in a local program.  

Projected outcomes: 
 

 Provide opportunities to Every Student, Every Classroom, Every Day 

 

 Provide EQUAL opportunity for all students in ALL parts of the agricultural education 

model (classroom, SAE and FFA). 

 

 Repositions FFA as INTEGRAL part of agricultural education in the classroom and 

removes the club connotation. 

 

 Create more EFFICIENT use of class time and resources (cost per student, teacher’s 

time, less money handling in dues collection). 

 

 Opens access for ALTERNATIVE FUNDING sources to pay just one fee. 
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Proposed Plan 
 

 

Program affiliation fees are for 1 year (September 1 - August 31). 

 

Single Affiliation roster will be submitted per chartered FFA chapter. 

 

 The roster will include unduplicated individual names and addresses of all secondary 

school students enrolled in all agricultural education classes and/or eligible for active 

FFA membership. 

 As a part of a secondary school FFA chapter, the roster will include the names and 

addresses of graduated students wishing to continue active FFA membership. 

 As a part of a secondary school FFA chapter, the roster will include names and 

addresses of middle school students that choose to be active FFA members. 

 Stand-alone CHARTERED middle school FFA chapters will submit a roster that will 

include the unduplicated individual names and addresses of all students enrolled in all 

agricultural education classes and eligible for active FFA members. 

 

For the first year, the program affiliation fee pricing is determined by the adding: 

 

1. Secondary agriculture education student enrollment  

2. Middle school students and  other students eligible for active FFA membership within 

the chapter 

3. All graduated students continuing active FFA membership.
